It troubles me greatly 

when I see ex-prisoners who 

feel they need sex, drugs, etc. 

to make their lives complete. 

That only tells me that they 

are not ready to be out here. 

We cannot proclaim Yahwehõs 

great  name, and partake of 

these soul destroying things 

at the same time. Ezra9;2, 

Thou shalt not sow thy vine-

yard with divers seeds, lest 

the fruits of thy seed which 

thou hast sown, and the fruit 

of thy vineyard be defiled. 

(Good and evil do not mix.) 

There is no greater testimony 

for the kingdom, and for Yah-

wehõs great name, than for 

someone who comes from a 

life of darkness, to be re-

deemed. The transformation 

is so obvious and powerful, 

that people in the world must

Y.V.R. HOLDS Sabbath ser-

vices the first Sabbath of 

each month at the Holloway 

House, on 10th st. in Rolla 

MO. Holloway House is a 

beautiful, historical house, 

ran by the A.B.L.E. COMMIS-

SION OF Rolla MO. A non 

profit organization dedicated 

to serving the elderly. 

Sabbath services on 8-7-10 

were conducted by 4 ex-

prisoners with Elder Howard 

Parsons giving the main mes-

sage.Elder Barrie Wittrock 

opened the service with Shan-

non Northrip moderating. Bro. 

Dennis Mcgowen gave the 

torah reading, and Cebu Man-

drake giving a new Testament 

reading. It was an awesome 

thing to see a group of prison-

ers serving a congregation . It 

was an awesome thing to see 

a congregation, loving a group 

of ex-prisoner and giving 

these men an opportunity to 

serve in this capacity. We owe 

a huge thanks to all present. 

Some traveled many miles to 

be with us on Sabbath. 

Thanks to all of those who are 

willing to give us a chance 

and who are willing to believe 

in the ability of Yahweh to 

change lives. 

Y.V.R. believes that Yahweh is 

calling those out of the dark-

ness, not to be a burden to 

the people, but to serve the 

people. It is our desire to give 

these men a chance to do just 

that, and it would be impossi-

ble to do without the people 

to serve. 
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In Jan. of 2008, I began attending 
services with a small group in Rolla 

MO.They are a branch of the Philadel-

phia Truth congregation. A split off of 
Elder Meyers group out of Bethel PA. 

I spoke to them constantly of my de-

sire to work in the field of prison min-

istry. I spent that first year traveling to 

the various Assemblies, where I was 

introduced to the Elders, and others of 
our faith concerning prisoners, and 

prison ministry. Several Assemblies 

published my desire in their newslet-
ters and magazines. At that time I 

began receiving letters from prisoners. 

At first it was a letter here and there. 
Answering their questions and my 

desire to help where I could, strength-

ened my faith and my own knowledge 
of scripture. I havenôt been able to help 

everyone like I would like to, but 

maybe I will do better as my knowl-
edge and experience grows. We now 

write to hundreds of prisoners across 

America and abroad, and that number 
grows almost daily.  We are in con-

stant contact with other ministries 
concerning issues such as prisoner 

rights to worship, clean food, and 

other serious issues that affect the 
prisoner. We send Bibles, literature, 

and other spiritual items to prisoners 

across the country. Most of all, we 
offer hope and encouragement to those 

who are truly called ,and desire to 

answer that call.                

   In 2009 we began requesting help to 

purchase property for a halfway house 

for these men. As of this date we have 
almost $5000.00 in our account for 

that purpose. Some of the money has 

been put there by us, through our 
tithes, ,garage sales, scrap metal sales 

etc. and some has been donated by 

those who want to see this program 

succeed. I make $7.50  an hour at my 

job, but Yahweh has allowed me to do 

much with little. Talk about being 

blessed!  

Presently, I am housing men in my 
home. I live in a zoned neighborhood 

that does not allow a business to oper-

ate, so the best I can do is have them 
as guests, and that creates problems. 

Regardless, the neighbors are aware of 

who we are ,and our faith, and the 
prisoners here, and we are liked, 

trusted, and well respected, even 

though some of them would really like 
to convert us to their faith. One 

neighbor said they could really use 

some stand up men like us in their 

church. 

 We must have a place where we can 

implement our program so that we can 

train these men as they come out of 
prison. Also, it is hard on my mar-

riage. We both have proven that we are 

willing to sacrifice for Yahwehôs 
work, but we sure would appreciate 

some help in getting these guys a place 

so we can have more of a married life. 
Regardless, we are one, and we will do 

whatever Yahweh wills, to make this 

vision a virtual reality.   

Y.V.R. also does community service 
work here in Rolla. We area known 

and welcome presence in the nursing 

homes, and we minister to 2 congrega-
tions, one here in Rolla, and one al-

most 100 miles away in Eldon MO.                                             

We believe that we Have Yahwehôs 

blessing and that we are off to a good 

start, and that things will grow even 
more in the years to come. Please pray 

for us as we forge ahead into new 

waters and please pray for a place for 
these guys so that we can help more of 

them as they are released from prison. 

It really would be a sigh of relief to get 
this halfway house program  off  the 

ground.
